Kelowna MX Track Guidelines 2010


This facility is run entirely by the tireless efforts of a small handful of volunteers. Without them, you wouldn’t have this first class riding area. New help is most welcome, so please do your part. Before you make any complaints, please keep in mind that that all of the work that goes into this track is as much YOUR responsibility as it is anyone else. Our continued existence at this facility depends on all members co-operation in adhering to all rules and regulations.

The KDBC Mission Statement:

“The Kelowna Dirt Bike Club is committed to provide a safe, fun place for riders of all skill levels to practice Motocross and enjoy themselves. We are a family orientated club that wants to provide the community with a controlled environment, where members can enjoy the sport of motocross, and spend time with family and friends”

Schedule:


Currently our track is open from 4:00pm to 8:00pm on Wednesdays, and 9:00am to 3:00pm Sundays. Gates will open ½ hour before riding starts. 


Our opening day will be Sunday, April 5th, and we will be open every Wednesday and Sunday until the weather forces us to shut down in the fall, with the exception of the months of July and August where the track is usually closed. We will continue to close for the summer months out of respect for our neighbors across the valley.  Special events may require an added day to be open.


Track officials have the right to refuse or revoke riding privileges, or deny access to anyone who violates the following terms and conditions:

* Abuse, verbal or otherwise of an official, track worker, gate person, or volunteer of any sort.

*Absolutely no riding in or out of the fenced area.

*Membership is mandatory. *NO EXCEPTIONS*

*Drop in fees must be paid to ride. *NO EXCEPTIONS*

*Minors (under 18) must be accompanied by a parent or guardian.

*Absolutely no pit riding. 1st gear only to and from the track.

*All riders must wear appropriate safety apparel, and motorcycles must be in safe condition. 

*No solid mounted hand-guards. (Bark-busters)

*Side-stands must be removed

*Ride with your appropriate skill level. You may be asked to change practice groups if deemed appropriate.

*Maximum 20 riders on the track at a time.

*We currently follow the sanctioning body of Canadian Motosport Racing Corporation regulations for db levels and that we monitor the bikes for noise control.  You may be asked to leave if your bike is deemed too loud. Noise is the enemy that that could ultimately close YOUR track.

*Haul your trash out with you or use the garbage cans provided. Please NO littering.
